Tuesday, December 13   7:00 PM:  Blue Christmas 
 

   Not everyone feels like celebrating the season. Grief, illness, aging, depression,         
loneliness, unemployment, and loss are magnified. Even those who are not struggling with 
losses may feel the stress of preparations and expectations around Christmas.  
   In the Northern Hemisphere, December contains the longest night, the winter solstice, 
which means literally "standing still." It marks the shortest day of the year, the official start 
of winter, when the sun is the farthest distance from the earth. Tradition says that nature and all her   
creatures stop and hold their breath to see if the sun will turn back from its wanderings, if the days will 
lengthen and the earth will once again feel the sun's warmth.  
   In the gathering darkness of December, we anticipate the coming again of the Light of the world. It may 
only be the hope that marks Advent's waiting that keeps us looking toward the coming of Christ. It may 
also be that the blue of the Advent season (which symbolizes hope) is the very remedy we need for what 
makes us feel "blue" at Christmas. All are welcome at the quiet service of light and prayer.

In the familiar      
account of Christ’s birth, the evening sky is bright with the heavenly hosts singing “Glory to God in the 
highest.” Amid our broken world we proclaim that the prince of peace is born among us so that we may 
be bearer of divine light to the world.

     Julotta Service with special music and Holy Communion    
       at Augustana Lutheran Church 
 

   Julotta means “Christmas morn” in Swedish (traditional Swedes hold it at 4:00 AM! We’ve 
pushed it back to 6:30 AM!)  On Christmas morning the people of God gather to celebrate 
the birth of Christ our Lord. The meaning of Christmas is made clear: the light shines in the 
darkness. We go forth to be bearers of light as we proclaim this good news to all the ends of 
the earth.  
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     A few weeks ago we read Matthew 25:31-46 
as our gospel lesson. It’s a pretty amazing read, 
and I recommend it to you. It is a story about the 
final judgment — the only one that we find in any 
of the gospel stories about Jesus. 
 

     It is the final judgment and Jesus is separating 
the righteous people from the others. Yes, our 
loving and gracious Lord Jesus. The one who 
came into the world in order to save us all. 
 

     How is he separating them? Not by the       
frequency of their worship attendance or even 
their giving. He’s looking at the way that they 
cared for the least of these, and he’s real specific: 
 

 I was hungry and you gave me food 

 I was thirsty and you gave me something to  
  drink 

 I was a stranger and you welcomed me 

 I was naked and you gave me clothing 

 I was sick and you took care of me 

 I was in prison and you visited me. 
 

     Neither the righteous nor the accursed had 
ever recognized Jesus when they did, or did not, 
care for those in need. But this story, told for us 
who are living in a world full of people in need, is 
a cautionary tale with great good news! Jesus is 
here, in the world, and present in all the people 
who have need. And we are to care for them. 
 

     We are, to put it another way, to serve them. 
 

     This is why we serve, and our service can, 
and does, take many forms — visits to shut-ins, 
caroling, cards of encouragement, serving food to 
those mourning the loss of loved ones, working at 
food pantries, giving to organizations that help 
those in need, supporting youth who fund-raise 
for mission trips and doing that work ourselves, 
participating in walks for cancer and diabetes and 
other health concerns, sewing blankets and     
collecting for Lutheran World Relief, collecting 
canned goods for food pantries, building houses 
with Habitat, collecting toys and hats and gloves 
for children in need…this list is by no means 
complete. 
 

     Jesus is clear. Serve your neighbor, because 
then you will be serving me. 
 

     Teach it to your children — it is how we, as 
followers of Christ, are to live — serving the least 
of these in Jesus’ name.
